Academic Council for review. During the discussion, it was highlighted that the alterations

were aligned with the standard syllabus followed by renowned institutes, adhering to the

National Education Policy (NEP) guidelines. After thorough deliberation, the Academic

Council approved the revised course contents for the Indian Knowledge System to be

implemented for 2nd semester students starting with the 2023-25 batch.

3. Mr. Sumanth Desai presented the course contents for the Management Information System

(MIS), proposed as a discipline-specific elective under the Business Analytics
